Barbara Nuss won Best in Show at the National League of American Pen Women’s regional
multi-media exhibition at the Ratner Museum, Bethesda MD with her painting The Burnside
Bridge. She has also been accepted into the following: Plein Air Easton and Paint Wayne (PA).

Marietje Chamberlain was accepted into the prestigeous Plein Air-Easton! competition, to be
held in Easton July 20-26. Two hundred applicants applied and fifty were accepted.This juried
exhibition and competition is produced by Easton Main Street in partnership with the Avalon
Foundation and culminates with an awards presentation and multi-day exhibition and sale at the
Academy Art Museum, a museum accredited by the American Association of Museums.

The almost
completed evening painting is based on “Darkness Falls at Thy Behest” (““The day thou gavest
Lord is ending, Darkness falls at thy behest™.) “

and the paintings greet everyone who enters St. Alban’s. Of course, | am simply an objective,
unbiased daughter reporting the news!”

Tales from the Plein Air

Painting in the great outdoors captures not only the beauty of nature on canvas,
but also some experiences that last a lifetime. In this and upcoming issues of Plein Talk
the intrepid artists of the WSLP will recount some of their adventures painting out in the
great big world beyond the studio door.

Artist accused of being a horse thief (by Margaret Huddy)

One gorgeous fall day | was driving around Middleburg with one of my students looking for
a place to paint. At that time | was driving a big old Dodge Ram van. Upon going down a narrow
country road | saw the perfect pastoral scene just waiting to jump onto paper: fall colors, pond, red
barn, horses, old house. | stopped to consider where | could park when a white van drove down the
winding road from this estate and stopped to see if | needed help. | asked if it would be okay if I just
drove across the cattle guard and park so we could set up to paint. They said, "Sure". So we
proceeded to do so. The first thing | did was get out my camera with my long lens to photograph the
horses which would, of course, move and | planned to put them into the painting later. Suddenly the
horses were taken into the barn and a few minutes later a man in a snazzy red convertible raced down
the road and demanded to know what | was doing on his property. | tried to explain that | was an
artist and that | had asked if it was okay. It turned out | had asked the carpet cleaners. The proprietor
said he had seen us, saw me photographing his horses and saw my big old van and thought | was
planning to steal them! He did allow me to stay and paint but every 10 minutes someone drove down
to check on us. I'm sure my license number was recorded.

How do you say “plein air”? (by Sara Poly)

Painting in San Miguel de Allende, Mexico, where | teach a workshop during February, is
quite a treat! While plein air painting one warm sunny day in the Centro, the main square, many folks
stopped by to look and connect. Many of them were from the US and Mexicans also...they are a lovely
people. A man happened to be sitting on the bench near me and painting...he was a resident, he said,
and loved sitting quietly in the Centro and painting. His painting was fabulous!!!!

Then a charming young woman who spoke English stopped by and helped me figure out how to say
"plein air painter” in Spanish...which is "pintar al aire libre™ | was very excited to learn how to say it
and we had a happy time together.

Pen and Ink

Like most artists | am not one to paint primarily for the market. I choose my subjects
because they choose me. Beauty, light, atmosphere, or even a challenge are what put an itch in
my brush hand. | paint because it is my passion, and because it just doesn’t do to ignore the muse
when she’s favoring me with her attention. (Muses can be rather high maintenance creatures.)

Still, like most artists, | do need to feed both body and soul. “Starving artist” is a
stereotype best reserved for bad fiction, and, while there is some truth to the aphorism that the
best things in life are free, | don’t necessarily recommend the Dumpster Divers Seafood Special.
Unless one is independently wealthy, the only way to spend more time painting is to engage the
market and sell some of those paintings. That is especially difficult in this recessionary time,
when even the independently wealthy have been reduced to independently somewhat-better-off-
than-most. It forces me to pay attention to questions such as: “What would it take to sell more
paintings?”, “What kinds of paintings are still selling?”, “Where will I be as an artist when the
economy finally improves?”, and “How do | get these car seats out to see if there’s any loose
change hiding underneath?”

I hope the economic situation will improve soon. | have faith that lovers of art will return
to galleries like desert wildflowers blooming after a rainstorm. In the meantime, | keep painting
(and console myself with the knowledge that, having once occasionally eaten in some of DC’s
better restaurants, | know which dumpsters to target). | remain true to my artistic voice. My muse
won’t allow me to do otherwise.
